Delayed starts, nerve racking finishes, winning games by 1 or 2 points seems to be a feature of Ballyvaughan’s performances in this years junior league and championship campaigns so far to date as games have been left late to win and this game against dual east clare club Clonlara was no different, as Ballyvaughan grinded out the result that was just needed to top group 4 of this extremely difficult Junior a football championship competition for 2012.

The game was 20 minutes delayed as facilities at the Banner grounds were unopened for the match that had an appointed throw in time of 18:00, the time of which was extended during the week to allow Clonlara time to recover from senior hurling championship action the night previously where they had a winner takes all game 

Against Sixmilebridge, where they emerged victors on a score line of 1:16 to 2:12.
On the stroke of 18:20 the game got underway, Ballyvaughan opened the scoring with a point from play by Adrian Nilan on 4 minutes, directly after the Clonlara team registered the first of their 3 goals on 5 minutes, John Conlon was playing direct football from the centre back position causing a lot of problems going forward for Clonlara, Lorcan Mahon had a trade mark Ballyvaughan score from play in the 11th minute as he went forward from his wing back position to score.
Clonlara replied almost immediately again from play on 12 minutes, and they converted two close in frees in the 15th and 30th minute as Ballyvaughan’s scores came from play in the 16th and 26th minutes to leave the half time score in Clonlara’s 
Favour on a score line of 1:03 to 4 points. 
Clonlara had taken advantage of their chances and led by 1:03 to 4 points at the break, both teams missed some excellent scoring opportunities in the second half but may just the inability of Clonlara to kick points from open play might be there Achilles heal going forward but they are well able to take goal chances when they arrive as two more were added on in the second half, one from a penalty on 40 minutes and another from play on 50 minutes, they finished off with a point from play in the 55th minute. The second half saw in form Kevin Carrucan kick 2:02 from play, Adrian Nilan (2) and James Hynes (1) got the rest of the Ballyvaughan scores in the 49th and 58th minutes. 
After James Hynes had kicked the second of his two points from play Ballyvaughan 

Were a point down but credit to Kevin Carrucan’s goal scoring ability he converted the second of his two goals in the 58th minute to propel Ballyvaughan to the top of group 4, the game was seen out to claim a two point winning margin. 2:09 to 3:04 Final Score another hard earned victory.
