Ballyvaughan faced in to this junior a championship match already with two wins from two previously defeating Donbeg and Clonlara, a place in the quarter final was already secured but a job was needed to be done to cement a place on top of this competitive group four by getting a result or a draw would have been sufficient to top the group.
A return to his customary position of wing back Mark Walsh after along term injury was the only change in personnel from the team that beat Clonlara the previous week.

Lorcan Mahon could not start this game due to injury.

The official starting time 13:30 was delayed at least 55 minutes due to the no show of the referee in the first of the double header in Group 3 game between Doora Barefield and Ennistymon, when proceedings did get under way Doora Barefield edged out Ennistymon in a thriller by 1pt, 2:12 to 17.

Finally around 14:25 the appointed referee John Hannon fresh from his late call up to referee the first game got game number two underway, this late starting might have upset Ballyvaughan and Kilmihil’s protocol but Ballyvaughan soon settled and playing in to the wind opened the scoring with a point from play by Cian Walsh in the first minute, points from Kevin Carrucan on 4 minutes, Adrian Nilan on 15 minutes and a long range effort from Raymond Casey on 23 minutes, and Cian Walsh then completed the scoring on 26 minutes for the first half again from play, where Kilmihil could only score one point from play in the opening half playing with the aid of a strong wind on 18 minutes.
Total midfield dominance was kept especially in the first half as Kilmihil failed to threaten the Ballyvaughan goal and for long periods the played most of the football in their own half, on 12 minutes Killian Fahy had a goal chance but the Kilmihil goalkeeper saved brilliantly. At half time the score was Ballyvaughan 5 Kilmihil 1.

Wind assisted in the second half needed to push on earlier and that they did have total dominance once more in most of the key areas especially midfield

A double Substitution was made at half time where Stevie Hynes replaced Damien McNamara and Cathal Irwin replaced Killian Fahy both in the Ballyvaughan attack.

Donnacha Mahon opened the scoring of the second half with a point from play 
6 points to1 now as Kilmihil were threatening on occasions when they pushed forward and were unlucky to score a few goals, just reward did come as James Callinan saved a point blank shot but rebounded to the in rushing corner forward who blasted to the net. Immediately James Hynes scored his first point from play to steady the ship and leave the score at 7 to 1 six minutes in to the second half. Scores started to come more freely then as Cian Walsh scored his third point from play next Kevin Carrucan on 41 minutes, and a rare Kilmihil point in between which was quickly cancelled out by Adrian Nilan on 47 minutes more scores also by Kevin Carrucan (1) Adrian Nilan (1) and finally two from play by Donnacha Mahon, a penalty was also awarded on 50 minutes to Ballyvaughan where Cian Walsh was dragged down on the edge of the small square, Donnacha Mahon blasted the ball wide of the Kilmihil keeper inches wide.
Notably all scores in this game came from play, 14 for Ballyvaughan and 3 for Kilmihil, wides seemed scarce also but Kilmihil won this part on a tally of 8 to 5.
