There were a number of superb displays on both sides Adrian Nilan and Philip Queally were superb for the winners scoring 1:04 and 1:01 respectively,  while for Michael Cusack’s Michael Jordan scoring 1:01 from play excelled, as did full-back Pat O’Connor  gave a magnificent display also, Patrick Hynes chipped in with 3 points. However Adrian Nilan’s 1:04 tally was the difference between the sides, and ultimately decided the destination of the two precious championship points for honours in 2013.
